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V3 Sports Hall Block - As part of the new development it is the intension that the 
external appearance of this block is largely unaltered. The most significant 
alterations will be new double glazed powder coated aluminium windows and doors 
throughout to match the rest of the development. It is noted that existing windows on 
the north elevation are obscured in order to retain the privacy of the neighbouring 
properties. These arrangements will be maintained for the new windows. 

To the south of the existing assembly hall the adjoining building is to be demolished 
and therefore a new external wall will be constructed to seal this end of the building. 
This will be finished in render with a low level red brick plinth to tie into the material 
palette on the rest of the development. A new entrance will also be formed providing 
access into the block from the main secondary school play area. A new entrance 
canopy will be created to define the entrance as well as providing shelter for users 
accessing the block. This canopy will be finished in a cladding material to match 
other canopies on the development providing a continuity across the site.

The existing composite panel roofs will be recoated in a similar light grey colour to 
protect it and increase its lifespan. The existing pitched slate roof to the assembly 
hall will be repaired and made good where required retaining the slate finish.

V4 Design Centre Block - As part of the new development it is the intension that 
the external appearance of this block is largely unaltered. The most significant 
alterations will be new double glazed powder coated aluminium windows and doors 
throughout to match the rest of the development. It is noted that existing windows on 
the north elevation are obscured in order to retain the privacy of the neighbouring 
properties. These arrangements will be maintained for the new windows. 

The existing roof will be recoated in a similar light grey colour to protect it and 
increase its lifespan.

Two new external escape staircases will be provided to replace those which have 
been removed which originally served the building as fire escapes from the upper 
floor.
